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Project Overview:

The Penn State Osmond Lab Renovation and Osmond North Building is located at and behind the existing Osmond Lab Building in central campus and is split into 3 Sequences. Sequence 0 – Site Enabling (Bid Pack 0.01) is the site utilities and initial site work for the New Building. The estimated base value is $3.25M and includes the demolition of existing utilities and parking lot, the installation of new and temporary utilities, and the installation of 1 storm detention structure. This bid package also includes the construction of a new access road and shoring of existing subsurface tunnels.
Sequence 1 – North Osmond Building (Bid Pack 1) is an estimated $80M, 111,000 square foot new building that is the first phase in a “one home” for the Department of Physics.  The new building will include approx. 28,000 sq ft of physics laboratories, the majority in the basement that stretched between two distinct building. The General-Purpose Classroom (GPC) Building is a new 350pp tiered lecture hall with pre-function space, as wells a lab prep space for both Physics and Chemistry demonstrations.  The GPC also includes a penthouse for mechanical equipment for the lecture hall and a portion of the basement lab space.  The 2nd building, referred to as the “tower” is a three-story building plus mechanical penthouse attached to the north side of the existing lab building and includes classrooms, additional lab space, including a high bay, offices, a colloquium as well as support spaces.  This sequence will also include enabling work to and within the existing lab, to include demolition of the existing Osmond Building lecture hall, hazardous abatement and some enabling structural, architectural, mechanical, and electrical work to different systems and spaces.  This sequence will also include the mass excavation, shoring and underpinning, structural piles and final sitework and landscaping for the north side of the building, to include a plaza and final paving of the loop road.
Sequence 2 is an estimated $22.3M, 58,000 square feet renovation of all the south wing of the existing Osmond Lab Building on levels 1, 2 and 3, renovating the majority of level B2 and a small portion of B1 to include south wing circulation space.  The renovation will include abatement, selective demolition and construction of new restrooms, faculty and staff offices, student offices and organization spaces, teaching labs as well as a undergrad, grad and electronic/optics lab.  This sequence will also include sitework and landscaping on the south side (front entrance) of the Osmond Lab Building, including the demolition and re-working of the front entrance steps and ramp as well as the replacement of the existing windows.
Sequence 2 will not go out to bid until Spring 2025 and we will be asking for new prequalification forms with current information at that time.
